ship : Across the central part is a 
rainbow and silver rays of light shine

Work commenced in  August on the 
conservation of the Chapel East 
Window. Over 2-3 days, some panes 
were carefully removed 
and taken away  for repair 
and cleaning. Clear plastic 
panels were fixed into 
their places.  We expect 
the work to take four to six 
months and it is being car-
ried out by a specialist company 
Scottish Glass Studio. The window 
was designed by Lewis Way, who 
owned the estate in the early 19th 
century. Its Jewish symbolism is 
unique in a Christian place of wor-
