Situated on the border of Hampshire and West Sussex, Stansted Park is a picturesque country estate. The Edwardian property is situated in 1800 acres of extraordinary landscaped parkland and ancient forest and has been the family set of the Earls of Bessborough since 1924. 

Groups are welcome to visit the House throughout the year on a Guided Tour or can enjoy a Free Flow Visit during our public opening hours.

Both tours last approximately an hour and a half and include a visit to the historic Chapel of St Paul. 

We also offer a small number of Extended Upstairs, Downstairs Tours each year for groups. This tour includes two spaces not usually open to the public in addition to the standard Upstairs, Downstairs tour. This tour lasts approximately two hours and includes a visit to the Chapel of St Paul. 

For Free Flow Tours, our friendly and knowledgeable House Stewards are on hand to answer any questions your group may have as they explore the House and Chapel at their own pace. 

We can also offer a bespoke experience if you want to make your visit to Stansted House extra special. Whether you want a twilight tour with a glass of fizz on arrival or to upgrade your refreshments to a buffet lunch in the Blue Drawing Room, or out on the South Terrace in the summer, we can tailor your group visit to create an experience that is unique to your party. If any of your group has additional access requirements, please let us know in advance and we can ensure we are best prepared to facilitate their visit. Step-free access is available throughout the House via two lifts. Please note that whilst the House is fully accessible for manual wheelchairs, the lift may not be able to accommodate some motorised wheelchairs or mobility scooters. We can also provide a buggy service between the House, Chapel and Garden Centre. 

Please contact the House Team to discuss availability before booking your transport to Stansted Park. 

Coaches can drop off groups outside the front of the House with prior notice before moving down to the Garden Centre Car Park, where coach parking is available.
